9.4 Progressivism Under Taft
1.  How did Gifford Pinchot, head of forest service under TR, hope to achieve conservation?
· Believed that wilderness areas could be ‘scientifically managed’ to allow private developers and public enjoyment via ‘multi-use’
2.  How was William Howard Taft selected to run for president and what were his qualifications?
· TR vowed in 04 not to run again; put up his Sec. of War: Taft
· “Vote for Taft this time; you can vote for Bryan anytime.”

3.   How is Taft different from TR?
· Use of Bully Pulpit- Taft wouldn’t use it to drum up support
· On the Tariff- campaigned to lower tariff, but Payne – Aldrich (highest tariff ever) Taft signed and called it Best Tariff EVER
· On Conservation- supported use of wilderness resources by big business
4.  How did Richard Ballinger disagree with Gifford Pinchot and what conflict resulted?
· Ballinger supported allowing private businesses full access to exploit wilderness areas.
· Pinchot wanted shared use of land between the public and private businesses.

· True conservationists like John Muir wanted all the wilderness to be preserved.

· Taft appointed Ballinger to be Secretary of the Interior.

· Ballinger removed 1 mill. Acres of land from reserves (to public domain)

· Dept. of Interior official protested—was fired; then wrote expose in Collier’s Weekly magazine.

· Pinchot gave statement before Congress that Ballinger was letting commercial interests exploit natural resources.

· Taft sided with Ballinger and fired Pinchot.

· TR was furious.

5.  Why did the Republican Party split?
· Progressive wing of the Rep. Party wanted more social change.
· Conservative wing did not. 

· Taft is not progressive enough to hold that part of the party. (Although he does bust more trusts than TR does)

· At the midterm elections of 1910, Taft was seen as against Conservation and for high tariffs. Democrats win Republican seats in congress.

6. What was the Bull Moose Party and what was its impact on the 1912 election?
· TR returned from Safari, declared interest in running for a third term.
· Republican convention splits: Progressives follow TR and form new party: Progressive Party nicknamed: Bull Moose

7. How was Wilson’s New Freedom different from TR’s New Nationalism?
· TR’s Progressives wanted New Nationalism:
· Direct election of senators
· Initiative, Referendum, Recall

· Woman suffrage

· Workman’s compensation

· 8 hour workday 

· Minimum wage for women

· Ban of child labor

· Federal Trade Commission to regulate business

· Mostly social reforms; some business reforms

· Wilson’s New Freedom program:

· Stronger Anti-Trust laws

· Banking Reform

· Reduced tariffs

· Progressive reforms of business, banking and trade, but NO social reforms!

8. How did the Republican Split allow the Democrats their first win since Grover Cleveland?

Republicans divided; Democrats got majority

Taft called TR a dangerous egoist
