1.  What did Roosevelt do to win the Nobel Peace Prize in 1906?

· Russia & Japan were competing for Korea

· Japan launched surprise attack on Russian Pacific Fleet

· Destroyed it.

· Destroyed Russian replacement fleet, too

· In land battles, Japan won Korea & Manchuria

· Japan ran low on men & money

· To avoid revealing this to Russia; asked TR to negotiate peace

· 1905 Portsmouth, NH: 

· Japan wanted Sakhalin Island & large sum of money

· Russia refused

· TR persuaded compromise: N. half of Sakhalin island, no money and Russia lets Japan keep Russian interests in Korea, Manchuria

· Result: US & Japan gained power in Far East

2.  How did we manage to build and secure a canal through Latin American territory which is not ours?
· Important to us to shorten time to travel between oceans.
· 1850 US & Britain agreed to share the building of a canal

· 1901 Hay-Pauncefote Treaty Britain gives US exclusive rights

· 2 possible routes:

Panama or Nicaragua
· Nicaragua has a large lake; reduces digging- no mountains
· Panama (district in Columbia) is shorter, filled with swamps, mountains

· French company tried to build in Panama- 10 yrs, gave up

· Sent agent: Philippe Bunau-Varilla to sell it to us

· Part of campaign: send each congressman a postcard with a Nicaragua stamp, showing volcano

· We agreed to buy route from French company for $40 million

· Columbia refused to give us permission for our proposed price
· Bunau-Varilla helped organize Panamanian rebellion against Columbia (might lose deal)

· Nov 3, 1903 US warships, troops watched as Panama declared independence

· 2 weeks later, Panama signed Canal treaty with US:

· $10 mill plus $250K rent per year (as of 1913)
· 10 mi wide strip, 51 mi long “canal zone”

3.  How was the canal built?

· Through swamps filled with mosquitoes carrying yellow fever & malaria

· 1904-1914: draining swamps

· cutting through mountains

· building locks to lift boats 85 ft above sea level to Gatun Lake

· locks are walls that open/close to let water in/out

· workers brought in from other countries

· 5600 American workers died from accidents or disease

· cost to build: $380 million

4. What was long term impact of canal? Read only
· Over 1,000 ships pass through first year

· US Makes millions on tolls

· Latin American resentment

· US pays Panama extra $25 mill 1921

· Panama receives only rent for decades

· Columbia lost valuable territory, people

· Latin American resentment for US grows

· We have to police region to protect Canal
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5.  How and why did Teddy Roosevelt increase US influence further over Latin America?
· Many Latin American nations borrowed large sums from European banks to build railroads & industry

· If they could not repay, European navies would arrive

· Capture customs house, railroads, industry

· Take over nation

· TR wants no European powers in Our Lake (Caribbean)

· Added Roosevelt Corollary to Monroe Doctrine
· Monroe Doctrine, 1823: warned against European expansion in Latin America

· R Corollary: Disorder in Latin America might force US to intervene

· Why? To protect our investment (Panama Canal)

6. What was Taft’s policy on Latin America?

· 1911 rebellion in Nicaragua bankrupted country

· Taft got US banks to loan them money
· With caveat: if they fail to repay, we take it out of their customs duties

· Citizens of Nicaragua so angry they rebelled against their president

· To save him we sent in Marines, who stayed till 1913

· Taft continued to get US banks to loan money to L.A. countries

· Called: Dollar Diplomacy
7.  How did Wilson’s policy with Latin America differ?
· Wilson’s Missionary Diplomacy gave it a moral tone:
· That we had a ‘moral responsibility’ to deny recognition to any Latin American nation we think is 


· undemocratic or 

· hostile to US interests

· Before Wilson we recognized any government that controlled a nation

8.  How did Wilson apply his Missionary Diplomacy to Mexico?

· Dictator Porfirio Diaz had ruled 30 yrs
· Our friend because he let us own most of their RRs, mines, oil wells, ranches

· A few Mx landowners and Americans had grown rich off Mexican holdings

· Mexican people remained poor

· 1911 Peasants & Workers under Madero revolt, overthrew Diaz

· Madero promised reforms

· Unable to make everyone happy

· 1913 General Victoriano Huerta took over, est. Military dictatorship
· murdered Madero
· Wilson refused to recognize ‘government of butchers’

9. Why did we intervene in Mexico and how did this almost bring us to war?

· Tampico affair: Huerta’s men arrested American sailors on shore leave

· Quickly released; apologies

· Wilson demanded 21 gun salute; didn’t get it

· Ordered Marines to occupy Veracruz

· Invasion killed 18 Americans; 200 Mexicans

· Argentina, Brazil, Chile stepped in to mediate
· Tried to get Huerta to step down; US to withdraw

· 1915 Venustiano Carranza (Nationalist) overthrew Huerta
· We withdrew troops; recognized gov of Mexico

10. How was Carranza challenged from within Mexico and how did this almost bring us to war?

· Rebels under Pancho Villa and Emiliano Zappa fought for land reform (take away from rich; give to poor)
· Tried to get US support

· When we recognized Carranza, Villa threatened reprisals

· 1916 Carranza invited American engineers to take over mines in N. Mx

· Villa attacked their train; shot them

· Villa raided Columbus, NM, killed 17 

11. How did we avoid war with Mexico?

· Americans demanded revenge

· Wilson sent Gen John J. Pershing to get Villa
· & Put 15,000 National Guardsmen on border

· Carranza sent troops to stop US invasion (Pershing)

· June 1916 battles killed many 

· Facing war in Europe; Feb 1917 Wilson ordered Pershing home
