1.  How was life different in the city and in the country?

· Cities:

· grew with industry.

· had large numbers of immigrants.

· boasted movie theaters & vaudeville houses.

· Had lively debates on current ideas in science

· People judged each other more by accomplishment than character

· Tolerated drinking, gambling, casual dating

· Small town folk were shocked by:

· Too many strangers

· Fast pace of life (everyone is in a hurry!)

· Crime & sin!

· Small town folk valued:

· Knowing all your neighbors

· Hard work

· Leisure time at a slower pace

· Strict morals

2. What was the noble experiment of Prohibition and how did it work out?

· 18th amendment banned:
· Manufacture, Sale, distribution of alcohol

· Purpose: to save grain for the boys fighting WWI

· Goes into effect after war is over- 1920

· Reformers hope society will improve

· Resistance to prohibition rose with immigrants who use alcohol as part of culture

· Post war, many were tired of sacrifice

· Government failed to budget enough $$ to enforce it

· 1500 agents expected to monitor 

· almost 19,000 mi coastlines, borders w/ Canada & Mexico

· & track down illegal stills

· Hidden saloons (Speakeasies) sprang up everywhere

· People built their own stills

· Alcohol still allowed for medicinal purposes; pharmacies carried it

· Bootleggers smuggled it from Canada, Cuba, W. Indies

· Organized crime grew on the illegal business

· By 1925 less than 20% of Americans supported Prohibition

3.  How did science & religion clash in this decade?

· Issue: Accepting the theory of evolution
· Fundamentalists opposed it in favor of Creationism in Bible

· Huge revivals featured new religious leaders like:

· Billy Sunday (former baseball player)

· Aimee Semple McPherson (used Hollywood showmanship)

· Both used the Radio to preach to millions

· Scopes Trial- 

· Tennessee passed a law prohibiting teaching evolution

· ACLU promised to defend anyone who taught it.

· John T. Scopes taught it in biology in Dayton, TN

· Resulting trial became media circus

· ACLU hired Clarence Darrow to defend Scopes

· Fundamentalists hired William Jennings Bryan to prosecute

· Darrow called Bryan up on the stand to testify as an Expert on the Bible and got him to admit that not EVERYTHING in it was literal

· Scopes still found guilty; he’d taught it against the law

· Fine: $100 paid by ACLU

· Verdict later overturned by TN supreme court
