Ch5.1 The West-
Indian Removal:

1. Why it was necessary? To protect settlers. The US wanted to populate the West to keep European powers out. Europeans had no problems with conquering Indian held territory for 400 yrs. 
2. How it was done: First Great Plains set aside for Indians. Dry, useless to farmers (1825-50)
i. Then Gold, silver discovered, westward emigration increased.

ii. Also Indians ignored dictates of US Gov to ‘stay put’

iii. Conflicts w/ settlers included Massacre @Sand Creek- Indians who had returned at Wintertime to Sand Creek, CO reserve were wiped out by Col. John Chivington…  of 700+ men, women, children… killed 150+ mostly women, children

iv. Red Cloud, Sioux Chief- appealed to US Gov to close Bozeman Trail

v. Crazy Horse ambushed Cpt Wm Fetterman & Co, killing 80+ soldiers (Battle of the 100 Slain)/(Fetterman Massacre)
b. Treaties: of Ft. Laramie- Sioux agreed to live on Res along Missouri River (68)
i. Never signed by Chief Sitting Bull, though other Sioux tribes did sign
c. Wars: Red River War- triggered by Comanche raids.. war: 74-75. US army pushed friendly tribes to Res, killed others
d. Reservations: 300+ Enclosed areas across plains w/ up to 1000 pop each (policy of US Gov 1868- 87)
i. Custer: Ambitious Col / presidential hopeful… tried to stage victory 1876 w/ 7th Cavalry, ambushed by Crazy Horse, Sitting Bull & 2000 Sioux
e. Dawes Act: to phase out Res policy- assimilation ordered, reservations broken up, sold off.. 160 acre parcels ‘given’ to heads of households… told to use income to buy farm implements. 
i. Forced to sell off to speculators, lost 2/3 land to whites by 1932

f. End of Wars: Battle of Wounded Knee

i. Sioux (the resistance movement) begin Ghost Dance ritual, said to make them impervious to bullets.. Dakota Res. 

1. Army caught, killed Chief Sitting Bull… to stop the movement

2. Dec 28, 1890 7th Calvary rounds up 350 frozen, starving remnants at Wounded Knee Creek, took all weapons, opened fire, left corpses 
Also found on the Open Range from 1840s- 80s:

1. Cattlemen- raised herds on plains, travelled them to market in Kansas, Indiana, Chicago
2. Longhorn- stringy tough cattle, ate prairie grasses

1. Why did the cowboy’s life on the open range draw to a close by the mid 80s?1883-7 dry summers, harsh winters wiped out herds; grasses gone, ranchers fence in cattle, cross breed meatier stock- bcms big business
